This one-week course is designed to assist in understanding the various aspects of planning and project development.  It is intended to improve transportation decision making while managing the environmental (NEPA) process.  This course is also a prequalification requirement for consultants who want to prepare environmental documents and to participate as the prime consultant in preliminary development contracts for complex or new location type transportation projects.

A grade average of 74% must be achieved to pass the test, which is made up of multiple choice and True/False questions.  Test is open-book.
